Single persons
1. Yo = I

2. Tú = You for people who you are on 
first name terms with

3. Él = He

4. Ella = She.  LL makes a “y” sound, so 
say “eya”

5. Usted = You for people you are not on 
1st name terms with

More than one person
1. Nosotros = We.  Use nosotras if the 

group is exclusively female.

2. Vosotros = You.  Again, vosotras is used 
if the group is exclusively female.  This 
is informal in Spain, and not used in 
Latin America

3. Ellos = They.  Say “eyos”

4. Ellas = They, if the group is exclusively 
female.

5. Ustedes = You.  This is formal in Spain, 
and is used for any group in Latin 
America

• Yo + o  I speak = Hablo

• Tú + as  You speak = Hablas

• Él + a  He speaks = Habla

• Ella + a  She speaks = Habla

• Usted + a  You speak = Habla

• Nosotros/as + amos We speak = Hablamos

• Vosotros/as + áis You speak = Habláis

• Ellos + an  They speak = Hablan

• Ellas + an  They speak = Hablan

• Ustedes + an  You speak = Hablan
